Fitment to: Right hand side
Fitting time: Approximately 120 minutes
Special Tools:  83mm hole saw
Step drill
Instructions:
1. Remove: Inner guard liner

Radio antenna (if fitted)
Air cleaner assembly
Air entry ducting

2. Tape the template to the upper rear corner of the guard. Using a felt tip pen,
mark all positions, remove the template.
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Drill a pilot hole for each hole position. Using the step drill, drill the 3 mounting
hole positions to 16mm, using the 83mm holesaw drill the main hole position.
Deburr and paint all holes.

Screw the 3 mounting studs into the snorkel body inserts, fasten the upper
mounting bracket to the snorkel body using necessary hardware. Carefully
position the snorkel body onto the guard, with the snorkel body correctly
positioned on the guard, mark the 3 mounting bracket hole positions on the ‘A’
pillar. Remove the snorkel body.

Drill the 3 marked holes on the ‘A’ pillar to 8mm, de-burr and paint holes. Insert
plastic body clips into the ‘A’ pillar and fasten mounting bracket to ‘A’ pillar.

Position the snorkel body onto the guard, with the snorkel body correctly
positioned fasten using necessary hardware, fasten upper mounting bracket to
the snorkel body.

Re-install the air-cleaner assembly, air entry ducting sealing all connections
with sensor safe silicone sealant, apply lubricant to each end of the air entry
hose (Item No. 11), position the hose clamps at each end of the air entry hose
and install the hose onto the air entry ducting then onto the snorkel body snout,
with the hose correctly positioned fasten the hose clamps.

Re-install radio antenna, inner guard liner.

Install air ram assembly to the snorkel body and fasten.
